The information provided includes
home invasion prevention, vehicle theft prevention, and neighborhood watch
information. Please take the time to read the information and take advantage of these
good tips.

Our tot lot will be closed until the spring for renovations. We have purchased some
new equipment to replace items in need of repair. We we also offered free mulch to
re-mulch the areas under the existing equipment. I will take us some time to
complete the needed repairs, so during this time, please remain out of the tot lot.
Thank you for the volunteers that have given their time over the past two tot lot
workdays in assisting to move mulch around the grounds.

Yearly assessments were mailed out this month. The amount for the assessment is
$40.50, which is only a 4.7% increase. This increase will assist in the much-needed
renovations to our commons areas and continued support from our landscaping. We
will be looking to revitalize and/or add signs to the common areas and the other
entrances to the neighborhoods. An approved budget for this year is located in the
Resident's Section of the neighborhood website. Please have your assessments

returned back to the association within the allotted time so that we can continue

using these funds to improve our neighborhood.

We have a number of events coming up that we are planning for, including the Easter
Egg Hunt on March 31, and future yard sales and other activities. Please keep a
lookout in our newsletters for these events.
