Landscaping Tips

* Healthy grass should be maintained at a
height of 3 1/2 inches tall
* Immediately after planting, water your plant
thoroughly. Soak for 20 seconds for small plants
and 2-3 minutes for larger shrubs and trees. For
the plants first year water twice weekly.
* Snap off tree suckling shoots rather than using
shears
* Mulch soil surface. Mulching cuts down on
water loss due to evaporation. A two-inch layer
of mulch or compost is recommended.
