Japanese Beetle Trap and Bait

The following bait and trap method is to be used
during the height of the Japanese Beetle season.

Ingredients:
1 cup water

1/4 cup sugar
1 mashed banana
1 pkg yeast

Dissolve sugar and yeast in the water. Mix the well
maxhed banana into the sugar water. Put all ingredients
in a gallon milk jug. Place the jug (with the top off) in
an area where Japanese Beetles gather. The
fermentation and odor of the bait attracts the beetles
which get in but not out.
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
